Three stages of being bombed
6th and 7th August, Hiroshima, A soldier, 36 years old

@ Upper part: 6th August, just after 8 o'clock in the morning

I was stationed on the top of Ebayama Hill, 3.8 kilometres away from hypocenter. All the

sudden, there was a blue-white flash and I heard a hissing sound. I felt burning heat on my back.

From the top of the mountain, I could see a "mushroom cloud" in the midst of debris.
"What's that?" [ was asking my fellow soldiers. We could see fires breaking out in every

corner of the city

®Lower part right: 6th August, around noon

This I saw, when I went out on official duty: People with severe burns were walking
towards the hospital at the foot of Ebayama Hill. They were bleeding and I could not see
whether they were male or female.

®Lower part left: 7th August, night
Here and there in the midst of the debris, people piled up timber and cremated dead
corpses.
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
