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STATEMENT OF INTENT
BETWEEN
United Nations Development Programme
And
Kanagawa Prefecture Government of Japan

This Statement of Intent is concluded between the United Nations Development Programme (“UNDP”), a
subsidiary organ of the United Nations, an intergovernmental organization established by its Member States
with its Headquarters in New York, NY (USA) and Kanagawa Prefecture Government, a local government
with its Headquarters in Yokohama (Japan). UNDP and Kanagawa Prefecture Government of Japan are
hereinafter jointly referred to as the “Signatories”.

UNDP with a global presence in 170 countries serves in many respects as the operational arm of the United
Nations at the country level and works with partners in numerous countries to promote among other things
sustainable development, eradication of poverty, advancement of women, good governance and the rule of
law.

With the combined themes of “Kanagawa for Vibrant Inochi (= lives) ”and the SDGs, Kanagawa Prefecture,
the second largest prefecture in Japan with a population of 9.12 million, is the only prefecture in Japan
selected as both “SDGs Future City” and “Local Government SDGs Model Project”. As a prefecture on the
cutting edge of the SDGs, Kanagawa plays a leading role in solving social problems facing the international
community in collaboration with such diverse stakeholders as the Japanese Government, other local
governments, private sector, non-profit organizations and academia.

Purpose of Collaboration

The Signatories wish to cooperate in areas of mutual interest to accelerate engagement of local governments
in Japan towards the achievement of the SDGs.

Kanagawa Prefecture Government will, in a close partnership with UNDP, continue to promote SDG
Localization in Japan through concrete schemes and activities in the Prefecture as well as the dissemination
of information about SDG localization results globally.

Expected outcomes of this SOI are as follows:
)] Promoting SDG Localization within and beyond Japan;

i) Cooperation between the Signatories to hold a spin-off of the SDG Action Festival in
Kanagawa Prefecture

iii) Promote the alignment of local business in Kanagawa Prefecture with SDG principles
iv) Provide opportunities for Japanese youth and women to act as agents of SDG promotion

The Signatories intend to cooperate in the following areas of activity:



i) Convene regular dialogues, consultations and information exchange through a joint task force on
such issues as the SDG Action Festival and SDG-related initiatives of Kanagawa Prefecture such as
the ME-BYO Index on health

i) Connect SDG opportunities and challenges with technologies and services of Japanese enterprises/
academia/civil society especially in Kanagawa and other like-minded local governments in Japan

iii) Promote public awareness raising of SDGs in Kanagawa and other like-minded local governments
in Japan

iv) Jointly organize communications and advocacy activities such as seminars, symposiums and
workshops

Conditions

Neither of the Signatories will be an agent, representative or joint partner of the other Signatory. Neither
Signatory will enter into any contract nor commitment on behalf of the other Signatory and will be solely
responsible for making all payments to and on behalf of its own account, as provided under this letter.

The Signatories recognize that the cooperative arrangements should be publicized and therefore agree to
acknowledge the role and contribution of each organization in all public information documentation relating
to instances of such cooperation and use each organization’s name and emblem in documentation related to
the cooperation in accordance with the current policies of each organization and subject to prior written
agreement of each Signatory.

The Signatories will explore possibilities to enter into future collaboration in order to further expand their
partnership. The Signatories recognize that this statement is strictly limited to the scope described above
and does not entail any further commitments on either Signatory.
