Enjoy other
unique Misaki delicacies such as tuna ramen and tuna cutlets. Tuna is called “maguro" in Japanese.

(" which is made by soaking tuna with soy sauce, is one of the popular bowls!

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Jogashima is a treasure house of geological
strata
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and geological structures.
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Jogashima has been selected as one of the “100 FLRENFT.
Geology of Japan”. You can also see many faults.

The strata that were deposited on the deep sea floor
far to the south of Japan moved with the tectonic
plates, underwent various geological processes, and

eventually formed the islands we see today. MBS BVRDFSBROBIEHEN L
From the exposed rocks, you can find how the forces HIDNILIRIE, Z D LIS REDIEHID
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In the Taisho Kanto Earthquake of 1923, Jogashima

has been uplifted by about 1.6m. It is a place where

you can feel the dynamism of the earth, which is still

moving. Flame structure. The volcanic ash layer looks like a white
flame. It is believed that after a layer of gray sand was
deposited on it, it was shaken by the earthquake while it
was still soft, making the gray sand layer fall into the white
volcanic ash layer to form the sutructure.
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Visit a place associated with the famous shogun Minamoto no Yoritomo.
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Minamoto no Yoritomo, the seii taishogun, or great general, who established the Kamakura Shogunate,

is said to have loved the scenic beauty of Misaki and often come to visit there.

Kainan-jinjya Shrine
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A short walk from “Misaki-Ko"” Bus Stop brings you to
Kainan Shrine, which was built as the main shrine of
Miura. Legend has it that when Yoritomo raised an
army, Miura Osuke Yoshiaki, a samurai, came to the
shrine to divine the outcome of the battle between
the Minamoto and Taira clans. As the prediction was
that the Minamoto clan would win, he sided with the
Minamoto. The shrine also enshrines the "God of
Food" and is worshipped by chefs. Around April every
year, the Misaki Shoku-no-kami (god of foods)
Festival is held, which includes a memorial service for
used knives and a ritual to break down a whole tuna
using only a knife and chopsticks according to the
ancient method.

Large ginkgo trees
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In the precincts of the shrine, there are two large
ginkgo trees that are said to have been planted by
Minamoto no Yoritomo, and are enshrined as sacred

trees. These two trees are said to be over 800 years
old.
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5-min. walk from “Misaki-ko" bus stop

Chakkirako Misaki-Showakan Museum
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An old merchant's house built in a historic
storehouse-style has been renovated into a museum.
Visitors can watch videos and costumes of
Chakkirako, and also see items to show the lifestyle

of Misaki during the Showa period. The museum is
free of charge.
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Chakkirako(folk dance)
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Chakkirako is a folk performing art that is performed
only by women on Jan. 15 every year at Kainan
Shrine and the surrounding area to celebrate a good
catch and good harvest. It is registered as a UNESCO
Intangible Cultural Heritage, and also designated as
Important Intangible Folk Cultural Property by the
national government. There are six traditional
musical pieces in which girls in kimono dance to the
songs by adult women.

It is said to have originated when Minamoto no
Yoritomo, who came to Misaki for recreation on the
shore, requested a song and dance performance and
girls improvised a dance beating a small bamboo
stick to a song by a local woman.

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Minamoto no Yoritomo loved the scenic beauty of Misaki and built three villas there named after three
flowers of peach, cherry and camellia. Today, these villas are used as temples.
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Kento-ji Temple (Momo-no-gosho, villa of peach) Honzui-ji Temple(Sakura-no-gosho, villa of cherry)  Daichin-ji Temple(Tsubaki-no-gosho, villa of camellia)
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Umanose-domon(Sea Cave) Strata of Nadagasaki
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A sea cave that has been carved by waves over many years, which is eight meters in height and six meters in width.
This is a work of art created by nature. You can't climb it as it is heavily weathered.
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Hakushu-hi-mae bus stop
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Get off the bus at the first bus stop after entering
Jogashima. For car users, Park Parking Lot No. 2 is
convenient. Head to the Hakushu Memorial Hall from
a narrow alley on your right (on the side of Misaki
Port) just below the Jogashima Bridge.
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Monument of Hakushu/Hakushu Memorial Hall
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Hakushu Memorial Hall displays literature works of
Kitahara Hakushu (a poet also famous for nursery
rhymes) and writings about Jogashima Island. There
are a small beach and a ferry station near the hall.
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Jogashima Park
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Return to the bus stop and go up the slope at the end
of the small tunnel at the back of the Park Parking Lot
No. 2 toward Jogashima Park. There is a guide board
of Umanose-Domon on your right, but first go into the
park!
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Awasaki Lighthouse
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Awasaki Lighthouse is located on the Picnic Square in
Jogashima Park. The design of the lighthouse with a
pointed roof is designed in the motif of vegetable in
refreshing white-green gradation. The view of the sea
is also refreshing.
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Awasak Lighthouse

Awasak!
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Umiu Observatory
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Return to the park entrance and head left (south side)
beyond the Park Parking Lot No. 1. The vertical cliff on the
east side of the Akabane coast seen from the Umiu
Observatory is 30 meters high. Japanese cormorants nest

o/\o in such an inaccessible place for human.
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Umanose-domon(Sea Cave)
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Move further south. Follow the narrow road on the left

side of the three-way junction and go down the stairs to
Umanose-domon. Watch your step as it is slippery when
walking on the rocks. It is also recommended to observe

o/\o the creatures on the rocky shore.
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Finish!
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Jogashima bus stop / Ferry station
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This is the finish line of this walking route. You can
take a bus or a ferry to Urari from in front of J's
Fishing. Before you leave, why not find some special
souvenirs of Jogashima?
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Strata of Nadagasaki
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Return to the shopping street and go out to the main
street. Let's go to Nadagasaki, a cape on the west side

of the island beyond the Jogashima bus stop.
Washboard-shaped strata can be seen in Nadagasaki.
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Jogashima Lighthouse
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Go up the stairs in the middle of the shopping street and go through a
small park to the historic Jogashima Lighthouse. Designed by French
engineer Verny in the Meiji era, it is the fifth Western-style lighthouse in
Japan. The current lighthouse is the second one that was rebuilt in the
Taisho era because the first one collapsed in the Taisho Kanto Earthquake.
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Nagatorosaki / Nagatoro's rocky shore
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After Umanose-domon, you can choose from two routes, either
going along the coast or going back to the hilltop and move
along Narcissus Road, enjoying the view from a high place. It
takes about 20 minutes to the west side of the island. You can
see people enjoying fishing from the rocks near the shore.
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Shopping
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Urari marche
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The first floor is the fish section. Misaki is famous for
tuna landing. In addition to fresh sashimi, or slices of
raw tuna, you can also buy rare parts of tuna that you
don't usually see. The shops also sell other fresh
seasonal seafood, deli food using tuna, processed

products of Miura vegetables such as pickles and
jam, and souvenirs.
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The second floor is the vegetable section that offers
fresh seasonal vegetables and fruits of Miura. Miura is
famous for Japanese radish, cabbage and pumpkin, and
there are also a variety of other colorful vegetables. You

may be able to find something a little unusual. Local
beer and fresh-squeezed juice are also popular.
