Mr. Kuroiwa started his career at Fuji TV as a reporter and a program director. He became the newscaster for “FNN
super time”, evening news of the Fuji News Network in 1988, followed by 5 years for “Report 2001”, a Sunday
morning talk show about politics and economics. He took a post in Washington DC from 1997 and returned to
“(new) Report 2001” as a newscaster in 1999. He was awarded a prize from the 16t Hoso Bunka Foundation Award
and the 1990 Japan Commercial Broadcasters Association (JBA) Awards for the “Emergency Medicine Campaign
(1989-1991)” a program that he self-produced. He was called the father of Japanese paramedic system in the
ambulance. In 2009, after he left Fuji TV, he took a position at the International University of Health and Welfare
Graduate School as a professor. In 2011, he was elected as the Governor of the Kanagawa Prefecture.

He was elected to his second term on April, 2015.

As founder and director
of a U.S. nongovernmental organization, she helped transform cultural and linguistic competence in health care
from a marginal issue into one with national visibility and importance. She conceived and developed landmark
national Standards for Culturally and Linguistically Appropriate Services in health care (CLAS) for the United States
Department of Health and Human Services, widely regarded as a turning point for increased attention by U.S. and
global policymakers and health care organizations to the needs of vulnerable populations. Dedicated to working with
diverse alliances of individuals and organizations, she launched an international multi-stakeholder network, website
and conference series on health equity and cultural competence to support information sharing, policy development,
and advocacy.
